Issues

The deterioration of thiSudor Revival-style school called for exterior
restoration to return its original charactéithough the masonry had
been repaired and repointed in the past, this was the first comprehe
sive efort. Traditional terra cotta details — including finials, quoins,
medallions and ggpoyles — required traditional restoration techniques.
The building also was required to comply wiBA standards.

Solutions
Masonry restoration involved repointing most exterior walls as well a;

replacing more than 1,000 pieces of damaged terra Cbtae pieces
matched the original in form and surface treatment.

In addition, flat-seamed copper roofing matching the original wa:
installed on the bay projections; deteriorated polycarbonate windo
glazingwas replaced with glass; and numerous interior and exteriof
doors were recreated and installed throughout the building.
Accessibility upgrades included the installation of an exterior ramp
new railings and new door hardware with modern components, includ
ing power door operators where required.
